Industry Speaks on Safety
This semester, the chemical engineering department inaugurated a new elective 
course:  CHE 491 Special Topics:  Industrial Safety.  Safety has always been an 
important concern of engineers, but in recent years we’ve seen a growing num-
ber of our graduates pursuing careers as safety professionals.  Consequently, it 
seemed that a formal course in safety would be of value to our students as they 
plan their own career paths.

The course surveys the major government regulations dealing with process and 
industrial safety, as well as current practices in safety technology.  In order to 

make sure that we provide up-to-date and relevant information, we asked local safety professionals for help.  Several re-
viewed the course outline and suggested improvements.  Others have volunteered to serve as guest lecturers, bringing their 
“real world” perspective to the classroom.  So far, we have had four such guests:
